Supplies:

- Plastic cups

- Bunk photos

- Edah photo

- Mod Podge Glue

- Cardboard circles
- Markers

- Decorating supplies- stickers, glitter glue, etc.

Opening: Discussion kiddush and makom kadosh

- What is the theme of camp this summer? What does that mean?

- What’s something that we do on Shabbat that sounds kind of like “kadosh”?

- What is this tradition? What do we do when we do kiddush?

Make kiddush cups and coasters

- Kiddush cups

* Campers sit by bunk in tent by omanut building

* Each camper receives plastic cup, photo of bunk, and photo of edah

* Using glue on their table, campers paste these onto kiddush cup. Once they are finished, they can decorate their cup. Counselors should label  the bottoms of the cups with the campers’ names in sharpie.

- Coasters

* Each camper receives a white cardboard circle.

* Campers write their name on the circle. Then the circles are passed around to the whole bunk, and each camper writes one positive adjective/descriptor about the person whose coaster it is. 

Closing

- Counselors collect kiddush cups and coasters to save until Friday night, when the campers will use their kiddush cups at Shabbat dinner. (Counselors will need to recollect the cups at the end of Shabbat dinner to give to the campers to take home.)

- Closing discussion: discuss boreh pri hagafen and tell campers that they will get to use cups on Shabbat.
