Staff Preparation and Roles: 
We need to get a fact/clue from every member of tzevet Bogrim. All madrichim are involved, so we need to explain everyone their roles. 

Station Leaders -  

Arnon, Ben, Schneidy, Avi, Yael, Gil, Rachel S, 

All other tzevet leading groups around the stations 

Instructions for Running the Program:

-Program will start with introduction video

-When video ends, Avi will get attention of the room and give campers their directions (explain how they will follow their group leaders to the stations, and read out the campers’ groups and their respective group leaders)

-Campers will organize into their seven groups and their group leaders will lead them throughout the various stations 

-Station Instructions

–Army (Migrash): Three campers must carry one camper a determined distance

                             Throwing a ‘grenade’ at a tree as target practice



        Finish standing in army position

–Hula Hoop (Gaga Arena): Group must stand in a circle holding hands, with hula hoop       

                                            linked on, and must pass the hula hoop around the circle stepping through with their bodies and holding their hands the whole time.

–Sports (Basketball Courts): One successful round of taps with complete group participation.

–Ivrit (the Valley): Group must recite the Hebrew alphabet normally, and then in reverse

–Music (Outside little house): Group must recite three songs that contain the word “ahava” or “love”, another three with “shalom” or “peace”, and three with “Israel”

-Zoo :Groups play charades rounds of animals (3 rounds unless they get them very quickly)

–Krav Maga (Tennis Courts): Group must run 10 yards and back, and then punch the pillow ten times (rachel can improvise)

-The rotation’s order goes from sports to zoo to army to music to krav maga to judaism to hula hoop station, and then lastly to the moadon with each leader sending the group 

to the next station upon completion

--Also at each station, the station leader has the facts about the counselors associatied with each station, as each of the counselors leading groups around reaches the group that they’re associated with, their facts are also guessed

(ie. Ben leads Zoo, and so his fact along with Emily’s and Rachel F’s gets read, and the chanichim guess which is his. When either one of them are there also, the chanichim must guess whos is whos.)

–Winning group will find Hannah either on the roof of the moadon or inside the podium (thanks Hannah!)

–Hannah and the rest of the tzevet will proceed to perform and then teach the edah song, time providing
