Kochavim Peulat Edah: Star Tour

Duration: 45 min
Group Size: 5 groups, with ~5 people
Location(s) & Set up: Beit am bet, marp checks
1 line Description: Scavenger hunt-style tour around camp with small challenges to get “stars.”
Goals: Familiarize hanichim with one another as well as key locations around camp.
Materials:
·   	Colored construction paper (for stars – need 40)
·   	Printed instructions for how to receive star at stations
·   	2+ plastic cups
·   	1+ markers
·   	Frisbee
·   	Paper
·   	Drawings to replicate
·   	Color wheel (paper with names of tzvaim and wedges)
·   	Tin foil
·   	Bucket filled with water
·   	3+ coins
·   	Speakers
Preparation & Roles:
Vega: Introduce peulah
    	All madrichim: lead groups
Instructions for Running Peulah:
1.    “Who knows what the name of our edah – age group - is?”
“Who knows what the word kochavim means?”
Right! There are kochavim all around camp that we have to collect!
2.    Go to initial locations and complete associated challenges. On the bottom of each clue, the next location is written from right to left (like Hebrew!)
Group 1 – Beit Am Aleph
Group 2 – Omanut
Group 3 – Moadon Solelim
Group 4 – Mirpeset
Group 5 – Lower migrash/Bleachers
3.    Rotate after a few minutes at each location in order of step 3, i.e. after the first round Group 1 goes to Agam
4.    Once you have all the stars, say “Oh, there are words on the back!” Let the campers try to put them in order (should read: Go to the Chadar Ochel!)
Activities for Locations:
Beit am aleph: Theatre game - Tell your madrich’s life story
Agam: Madrich holds cup, have to splash water from the other cup to get it in
Omanut: Arrange wedges of tzvaim on color wheel
Moadon Ilanot: Act like Ilanot (trees) and a couple other edot
-        Ilanot = trees
-        Solelim = pavers
-        Shoafim = achievers
-        Magshimim = fulfillers
-        Bogrim = mature ones
-        Machon = institution
-        Nevonim = wise ones
Moadon Solelim: Sitting in a line facing the same direction, campers pass an image from one person to the next by drawing on the back of the person in front of them. The madrich draws it (based on a drawing on a paper) on the back of the person in back of the line; compare the original image and what the person in front drew.
Mirpeset (Moadon Shoafim): Learn the chorus to zieben zieben
Boating: Make a boat out of tin foil that will float
Bleachers/Lower migrash: Frisbee, each person catches it at least once (Madrich should assist/throw if they’re having difficulties)
Additional Activities for Rain Plan
Location: Beit am bet
Instructions: Same general plan, just with more activities, possibly spending more time on each activity.
1.    Categories - Sit in a circle and each person takes a turn listing off one thing in the category until someone can’t think of any more. (Category = stuff you find in nature)
2.    Kadima atzora - Facing away from hanichim (ie red light green light)

Mirpeset
We love rikkud at Ramah! Once your madrich prepares you for “zieben zieben”, you’ve earned this kochav.
HPELA MA TIEB
Beit Am Aleph
In the beit am aleph we practice our theatre skills! Tell your madrich's life story, but only one word at a time, to get this kochav.
MILELOS NODAOM
Moadon Solelim
Teamwork is an important value at Ramah! Line up with your team – the person in the back can look at a drawing, then you’ll have to pass it along and if the first person draws the same thing, you’ll win this kochav!
GNITAOB
Boating
Boats have to float! Make a boat that will hold at least 3 coins to get this kochav.
TUNAMO
Omanut
In omanut we try our best at all kinds of art! Match these tzvaim to their names for this kochav. 
HSARGIM REWOL
Lower Migrash/Bleachers
Ultimate Frisbee is our favorite sport at Ramah! Have everyone on your team catch the disc once to get this kochav.
TONALI NODAOM
Moadon Ilanot
In camp there are all different edot! Someday you will be one of them. Act out each edah to get this kochav.
