Trash Sculpture Peulat Erev

Goal: To teach campers about Makom Kadosh in terms of both cleaning up camp and appreciating its beauty.

Tefilot:

Carmi announces that for Peulat Erev each bunk will have to collect 20 pieces of trash throughout the day. Each bunk will have an official trash bag that will be given to and carried around by a bunk counselor. The rules of trash collection are as follows:

1. No taking trash from trash cans

2. No food items in the trash bag

3. Nothing sharp (i.e. glass) in the trash bag

Carmi will begin by asking campers what makes a Makom Kadosh and hype the idea of making camp a Makom Kadosh by keeping it clean.

PE Intro:

Edah gathers in the Moadon and splits up into bunks. Carmi reviews the ideas of making camp a Makon Kadosh through keeping it clean. Even better is when we can turn things that once polluted our community into things that beautify it. Carmi will then give the instructions for the Peulah.

Sculpture Making:

Each bunk will pick their favorite place at camp and try to recreate it in sculpture form from the trash they have collected. Each bunk will be provided with tape and markers to facilitate the construction. Thus, each bunk will build a monument to their favorite place in camp with the trash that polluted it.

Judging:

Carmi will go from group to group judging the sculptures and asking questions about them. A totally BS score sheet is encouraged. (Tell the campers they will be judged on creativity, resemblance to location in camp, and aesthetic value). After deliberation, the winning team will get to dress Princess Ty Ty for breakfast on Monday morning.
