Day 1, July 21st   
  Riverview Boat Launch to Barton's Cove Campground - 5 miles 

· Meet group outside dining hall at 8:10 am
· Make sure each camper has 2 water bottles filled

· Final check-in with AIAO staff at 8:55 am

· Buses will leave at 9 am

· 2 AIAO staff will travel in the bus with the paddling groups

· Ramah 7-passenger van driver departs camp at 9 am with all group gear in van, and heads directly to Barton Cove Campground
· On Day 1 participants will be split into three groups and will travel to different locations in the Northfield/Gill area and will all arrive at Barton Cove campground in various forms. The groups will be dropped off to their respective activities by bus as follows
Bus 1 – Canoe/Kayak Group and Huck Finn Group

1) 
Drop off Canoe/Kayak Group at River View Picnic Area in Northfield, MA at 10:10am – A group of 12 campers max, 5 Ramah staff and two AIAO staff will canoe and kayak to Barton Cove campground along the Connecticut River from Riverview at Northfield Mountain (about 4 miles).  One AIAO Huck Finn staff arrives at 10:00am to meet the group with boats and supplies.
2)  
Pick up Ramah 7-passenger van driver at Barton Cove Campground at 10:30 – This person will wait in the main parking lot of the campground for the bus.
3) 
Drop off Huck Finn Group at Barton Cove State Boat Launch at the end of Cove View in Gill, MA at 10:40am - A group of 13 campers max, 3 Ramah staff and 2 AIAO staff will construct Huck Finn rafts and paddle to Barton Cove Campground from Barton Cove state boat launch (about 2.5 miles). One AIAO staff arrives at 10:30am to meet group with boats and supplies. AIAO Director will pick up this same person at the end of the paddle, bring them back to the State Boat Launch to pick up truck and trailer, and bring back to campground.
Bus 2 – Hiking Group

1) Drop off Hiking Group at Poet’s Seat Trailhead on Mountain Rd in Greenfield, MA at 10:00am – A group of 10 campers max, 3 Ramah staff will hike the Poet’s Seat and Sachem Head Trail. This hike will be led by Ramah staff. Map and trail guide will be provided by AIAO.
2) Pick up Hiking Group at the same location at 2:30pm – Drive to Barton Cove and drop group off at the main parking lot. If the other groups have not arrived to setup camp, Ramah leaders will take Hiking Group on the Barton Cove Quest. Information will be provided by AIAO.

· Both group sites are reserved for this event and are directly adjacent to each other. Once all three groups arrive they will be divided into the two campsites. The evening will be spent doing a couple of large group activities with all campers, as well as time spent as individual groups at the respective sites.
Day 2, July 22nd   

Barton's Cove to Sunderland Boat Launch - 10 miles  
· Breakfast, lunch prep and pack gear
· All group gear will go in 7-passenger van

· One AIAO staff will depart at 9:15am to place GPS points.
· Two Buses come to Barton Cove Campground at 9:45am to pick up campers.
· Buses drive campers to River View Picnic area at the end of Ferry Rd. in Northfield, MA

· GPS Scavenger Hunt
· Lunch
· Depart for Camp no later than 1:30pm.
Return Logistics
· On the bus, have the group make a commitment to working together before they disappear and head for the showers.  Have each person volunteer for a job or work in pairs.
