Tzad Aleph Apache Color Run
Pre-Peulah Prep: 
One madrich from each tzrif on tzad aleph will be given the shirt sizes of the hanichim in their tzrif. After the machazemer, he/she will pick up the appropriate shirts from the BAA. Madrichim must label each hanich’s shirt with a sharpie. 
Peula explanation: 
The Goal of the apache relay is for your tzrif to earn its ticket to the Tzad Aleph Color run. Your ticket is your tzrif’s baton (a travel toothbrush holder), but you will only receive half of the baton to begin. You must bribe the color guard on the other side of the machane with the five color run colors to receive the second half of your baton and enter the color run. Make sure to keep track of the colors (colored paper) that you collect along the way, and don’t lose your baton. B’hatzlacha! 
Peulah Logistics: 
Everyone changes into their white shirts before Aruchat Tzohorayim. This will be a surprise for the hanichim, so don’t tell them what is going on when they change into their white shirts. 
The Apache will start with a Targil Eish. Tzad Aleph will go the Beit Am Gadol where one of the Roshes will explain what happens next (see explanation above).
After the hanichim get excited, Roshes and tzevet will pass out sign up sheets for the apache. Each tzrif will sign hanichim up for one of the 16 challenges (some hanichim will have to do two). Once hanichim are signed up, they should go to their stations. We will start the apache once everyone knows their duty and is in place. Each group will receive the first half of their baton that they must pass along as they complete the color apache relay. To enter the color run zone, the tzrif must present a completed baton.

1. __________________ crabwalks from BAG entrance to Moadon Tzevet (start at BAG entrance). (group madrich)  
2. __________________ carries a water balloon on a spoon (without dropping it) from Moadon Tzevet to Beit Am Bet (max 3 tries) (Ilanot Madrich). 
3. __________________ will draw a Jewish star on a piece of blue paper at Beit Am Bet and run it to Café Ramah while saying “This Jewish Star is a beautiful example of fine craftmanship.” (Solelim Madrich) 
4. __________________ will drink blue drink at Café Ramah and then run to MARP saying “my teeth may be colored blue, but I am sure not feeling blue!” (Shoafim Madrich) 
5. __________________ & _________________ will gargle water at the MARP for five seconds and then say “AHHHHHHH, refreshing.” (Kochavim madrich) 
6. __________________will sprint from the MARP to the Tzad Aleph Gazebo. (group madrich) 
7. __________________ & ____________________ (at the Tzad Aleph Gazebo), will sing their edah song for 30 seconds at. Lyrics provided on purple paper. (Group madrich) 
8. At the tzad aleph gazebo___________________ will get an oreo from their forehead to their mouth without using their hands (max five tries). (Ilanot madrich) 
9. ___________________ runs backwards from the tzad aleph gazebo to the misrad mirpesset while saying the pledge allegiance. (group madrich) 
10. ___________________ (at the misrad mirpesset) will have to match the Hebrew names to five colors on provided orange worksheet. (Solelim madrich)
11. _____________________ & ___________________ three legged walk to Moadon Ilanot while saying the five colors in Hebrew. (Group Madrich) 
12. ___________________ find a piece of yellow paper hidden color in Moadon Ilanot and runs to Tzad Aleph Tennis Courts. (Group madrich) 
13. ___________________ saves a piece of pink paper by extinguishing a candle by spitting water at it, standing about 5 ft. away (max five tries) (at tennis courts). (Shoafim Madrich) 
14. Your whole entire tzrif runs from the Tennis courts to the Agam entrance screaming 
“where there is unity there is always victory!”
15. Hand all five pieces of colored paper you have collected (blue paper with Jewish star, edah song lyrics on purple paper, orange Hebrew matching sheet, yellow sheet discovered in ilanot, and pink sheet pulled from the fire) to the “color guard” who will be standing at the agam entrance in order to receive the second half of your tzrif’s baton. 
16. Run as a tzrif through the color run! (road leading to the tzad aleph upper migrash)
17. Get ice pops from Rabbi Gelb’s house! 
Madrichim: 
At least one madrich will run with their tzrif for the whole entire time
7 madrichim running stations (2 from ILA, SOL, SHO and 1 from KOCH)
10 people shooting color (4 Roshes, Didi, Sarah Binney? and 4 madrichim (1 from each edah) 
Group madrichim will hand out ice pops for their groups
Materials:
· 19 travel toothbrush holders split in half. (BAG)
· 60 water balloons (Moadon Tzevet)
· 19 plastic spoons (Moadon tzevet) 
· 19 blank pieces of blue paper (BAB) 
· 19 markers (BAB)
· 19 cups (Café Ramah) 
· 1ish gallon blue drink, poured into the 19 cups (Café Ramah) 
· 38 small cups filled with water (MARP) 
· 6 copies of each edah’s song printed on purple paper (Tzad Aleph Gazebo) 
· 60-80 oreos (Tzad Aleph Gazebo) 
· 19 copies of Hebrew matching sheet printed on orange paper (Misrad Mirpesset) 
· 19 pens (Misrad Mirpesset) 
· 19 pieces of yellow paper hidden in Moadon Ilanot
· 19 pieces of pink paper (suspended from fence on Tzad Aleph Tennis Courts) 
· Twine (to suspend paper) 
· 19 tealights (Tzad Aleph Tennis Courts) 
· Technicolor dream-coat for color-guard to wear (Moadon Solelim) 
· The other 19 halfs of the travel toothbrush holders (Moadon Solelim)  
· Color Run colors (along tzad aleph road near Moadon Soleim) 
· 10 Containers for colors (along tzad aleph road near Moadon Solelim) 
· 10 Cups to throw color (along tzad aleph road near Moadon Solelim) 
· 300 Ice Pops (Rabbi Gelb’s)  

Clean up:
Since we do not want to risk one of these shirts ending up in the camp laundry, each madrich must collect ALL the colored shirts from their hanichim and put them in a labeled trash bag. The Roshes will come around before shabbat to collect the trash bags. Shirts will be re-distributed on the last day of camp with instructions on how to preserve the colors in the shirts.
