· What practice of foreign nations does Moses, in the first chapter of this parshah, remind the Israelites they must refrain from imitating?
· Idolatry and the worship of false gods (7:25)
· Moses reminds the Israelites that they and their fathers were given what by Hashem in the desert, that no one on Earth had ever had before?
· Manna (8:3)
· This parshah lists many great things about the land of Canaan. One verse in particular (8:8) lists a number of unique species of vegetation that made Canaan such a wondrous place. How many different species are listed?
· Seven.  The sheva minim.
· When the Israelites arrive in Canaan, Hashem promises that they will never be lacking for food. The text says “v’achaltah v’savatah v’berachtah” (8:10). What tefillah, said by observant Jews multiple times a day, is that verse the origin of?
· Birkat HaMazon. (“You have eaten, you have been satisfied, you have blessed.”)
· This parshah describes the creation of the two tablets of stone that had the Ten Commandments inscribed upon them. The parshah specifically notes that WHAT part of Hashem inscribed the words of the Commandments?
· The finger of G-d (9:10)
· How do you say “the two tablets of the covenant” in Hebrew?
· Shnei luchot ha-brit
· After smashing the two tablets, what act does Moses undertake to convince Hashem to spare the Israelites, despite their great sin of creating the Golden Calf?
· He fasts (9:18)
· For how long does Moses fast?
· Forty days and forty nights
· While pleading with Hashem to spare the Israelites, who does Moses urge Hashem to give thought to?
· Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob (9:27)
· Hashem commands Moses to again climb Sinai (Horeb), and make two new tablets. He also instructs Moses to construct an ark out of what material?
· Wood. (Acacia wood – 10:1, 3)
· How long does Moses stay atop Sinai (Horeb) this second time?
· Again for forty days and forty nights (10:10)
· The Israelites are instructed that they must always be kind to strangers. For what reason?
· Because they were once strangers in the land of Egypt. (10:19)
· Hashem declares that he has made the Israelites numerous. According to the text, how many Israelites originally went down to Egypt?
· 70 people (10:22)
· The text of WHICH of the three paragraphs of the Sh’ma is contained in this parshah?
· The second paragraph. (“V’haya im shamoah…”) (11:13-21)
· What does Hashem promise, in that passage, to provide for the Israelites if they obey his commandments?
· Rain for the land – he will ensure that their crops prosper
